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3. Programme Objectives
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The table below provides an overview of progress against the core programme objectives, as detailed in the

RGF application.

Programme objectives

Achievements to date

Upskill and train up to 1,900 local people

850 local people have been upskilled and trained to date.
Interventions have included wage subsidies for Apprenticeships
in Engineering at level 3 and up-skilling of existing employees in
the engineering sector to level 3, 4 or 5. A wage subsidy support
package is due to be launched in the Autumn to support the
employment of disadvantaged groups back into employment.

Remediate, service and develop over 90
hectares of brownfield land, as well as bring
forward 70 ha of greenfield sites in the local
area

The Programme has provided funding of circa. £450k to bring
forward land for development across a number of key strategic
sites across Hull and the East Riding. As a result 145 hectares of
brownfield land have been remediated, services and developed,
and 300 hectares of greenfield land have been brought forward.

Secure approximately £280m of
inward investment into the local area

Siemens and ABP have made a commitment to make a
substantial investment to the local area - circa. £310m. In
addition it is expected there will be additional inward investment
from Tier 1 and Tier 2 suppliers looking to capitalise on the
Green Port Hull (GPH) opportunity.

Assist up to 650 local businesses to diversify
and enter the supply chains of major
renewables investors and their suppliers

The Programme has so far assisted in excess of 420 local
businesses through a range of business support services,
including wage subsidies, and business reviews and grants for
new machinery and/or specialist consultancy support, which is
helping local businesses to enter the renewable energy supply
chain.

Increase the business income of the local
area (GVA) by £300m

It is anticipated that this target will be over achieved however at
this stage of the Programme it is too early to monitor.

Establish Hull as a centre for research,
development and innovation for the
renewables industry.

GPH has the potential to be one of the most significant
developments in Hull and the Humber region for decades,
establishing itself as a centre for research, development and
innovation for the renewables industry - the Programme is
making positive progress towards realising this aspiration.
